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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
UNIAO, HEREIN REPRESENTED BY SECRETARIA
DE PORTOS - SEP/PR AND ANTWERP PORT
AUTHORITY AND APEC- ANTWERP/ FLANDERS
PORT TRAINING CENTER, IN ORDER TO
PROMOTE A PORT RELATED TRAINING AND
TECHINICAL DATA EXCHANGE

UNIAO, herein represented by SECRETARIA DE PORTOS DA PRESIDENCIA DA
REPUBLICA (SEP/PR), registered with the Legal Entities Tax Payers Registry under
Corporate Taxpayer Identification n° 08.885.874/0001-32, located in Brasilia, Distrito
Federal, at SCN Quadra 04, Bloco B, Pétala “C”, herein represented by, PEDRO BRITO
DO NASCIMENTO, nominated by the Act dated on may, 15th., 2007, published at Di4rio
Oficial da Unifio on may the 15th., 2007, resident in Brasilia-DF, with identity card number
n° 04639739-4, from SSP/RJ, and with CPF n° 001.166.453-34, ANTWERP PORT
AUTHORITY, established in the public session of the City Council on 24 June 1996
herein represented by EDDY BRUYNINCKZX, Chief Executive Officer of the Antwerp
Port Authority appointed as director by the Antwerp City Council on 29 January 2007 and
as Chief Executive Officer by the board of the Antwerp Port Authority on 30 January 2007
and APEC - ANTWERP/FLANDERS PORT TRAINING CENTER, a Non Profit
Organization established in Antwerp in 1978, affiliated to the Antwerp Port Authority,
Moniteur belge, ID 2191/77, herein represented by EDDY BRUYNINCKX, Attorney-in-
Fact, hereinafter together referred as to parties, hereby decided to establish a
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING in order to strengthen the existing
relationship and develop a greater understanding and friendship between Brazil, Belgium,
Flanders, the Port of Antwerp and the APEC — Antwerp/Flanders Port Training Center
accordingly with the following clauses and conditions:

First Clause: Object of the Memorandum of Understanding

Through this MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING the Parties seek to strengthen the
existing relationship between the Parties and mutually agree to co-operate in an extensjve
range of Port-related training (standard and taylor-made seminars in Antwerp) and technical
data exchange.

This will be achieved by: (1) jointly agreed criteria for the selection and recruitment of
Brazilian candidates for the APEC training programs; (i) exchanging information and data on
global best practices for port operations and management; (iii) promoting educational and
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cultural exchange which will increase understanding and appreciation between the Parties”
ports; (iv) function by consensus and co-operate with each other in mutual trust and good faith;
(v) assist and support each other; (vi) inform each other of, and consult each other on, matters
of common interest; (vii) both make an evaluation at the end of each working year; (viii)
transfer the above mentioned evaluation to the official bodies.

Second Clause: Obligations and Responsibilities of SEP/PR

The obligations and responsibilities of SEP/PR under this MEMORANDUM OF
UNDERSTANDING are:

2.1. Annually inform all possible stakeholders (e.g. Brazilian Ports, Freight
Forwarders, Dredging Companies, Training Institutions, etc) on the APEC
training programs and the available number of scholarships for the APEC
training programs;

2.2 Approve the selection report and send final selection results to APEC for
approval in due time;

2.3. Send the report on the selection of the candidates to be financed by the
scholarships granted by the Antwerp Port Authority to APEC and the Embassy
of Belgium for approval in a timely manner;

2.4. Provide the Brazilian participants with the financial means to cover all the travel
and accommodation expenses as well as the meals during the APEC seminars.

Third Clause; Obligations and Responsibilities of APEC

The obligations and responsibilities of APEC under this MEMORANDUM OF
UNDERSTANDING are:

3.1.  Evaluate the report on the selection of candidate for approval;
3.2.  Beresponsible for the execution of the training programs;

3.3.  Be responsible for issuing a certificate of attendance on behalf of the Antwerp
Port Authority, Flemish Government and APEC;

3.4. Facilitate capacity building programs where appropriate between Port of
Antwerp, Flanders, Belgium and the Brazilian ports, Brazilian education and
training Service Providers;
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onsibilities of ANTWERP PORT AUTHORITY

4.1. The ANTWERP PORT AUTHORITY will pay the registration fee for 10

participants per year in order to attend one of the APEC standard seminars
in 2010 and 2011

4.2. The ANTWERP PORT AUTHORITY will pay the registration fee for 15

participants per year in order to attend a dedicated seminar in Antwerp in
2010 and 2011.

Fifth Clause: Duration

This MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING is valid for 2 (two) years, counted from the
date of its signature, producing its effects since the date of the publication on the Diario Oficial
da Unifio, and may have its duration extended in case the Parties agree in such way.

Sixth Clause: Termination

This MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING may be terminated by one of the Parties
involved at any such time, by written communication, with 30 (thirty) days of advance, without

any right to indemnification.
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In witness whereof, fairly agreed, the Parties celebrate this MEMORANDUM OF
UNDERSTANDING in two counterparts of like form and tenor, along with the 2 (two)

witnesses undersigned below.
